During the COVID-19 pandemic, the college, in collaboration with the 

Surat Municipal Corporation, organized several vaccination drives. 

Impact:  Involvement in these initiatives empowers students, giving them 

practical experience in public health and community service, enhancing their 

sense of responsibility and leadership skills. 

Vaccination Drive A.Y. 2021-22. 

The Centres for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has identified 

vaccination as a crucial tool in the fight against the COVID-19 pandemic. In 

support of this initiative, our college committed to achieving a 100% vaccination 

rate for students, faculty and community on campus throughout the A.Y. 2021-

22. To reach this goal, the college, in collaboration with the Surat Municipal 

Corporation, organized several vaccination drives. 

From August 17, 2021, to January 3, 2022, the college conducted a 

comprehensive vaccination drive in partnership with the Surat Municipal 

Committee. A total of 3,172 individuals benefited from this initiative. This 

number included 31 teaching staff, 89 non-teaching staff, 274 family members 

of students, 2,494 students, and 284 other individuals who received their 

vaccinations through this program.
